38th & Chicago:  Emmett Bryant gave an updates re the mural project, Urban Arts bid process for this, desire for community involvement; new businesses have moved bringing the number of businesses to 15 or 16; June 14th will be the cleanup project, cookout and celebration (9 a.m. to 11 a.m. cleanup; 11 a.m. to 2 p.m. lunch & entertainment).  Working on a domain name and may use the 38th & Chicago Task Force.
