Urban Rebuilders Update

-Our proposed partnership with Samantha Strong of the Urban Rebuilders is not going to work as they would be running this project as a loss of revenue---  this project would only cover ~150 home city wide

George Moore has volunteered to help out with translation but we will need formal translators that might be paid for out of NRP funds

-The finance committee may ask of one of three $2500 grants from the façade improvement grants

Daniel Rauchman reiterated the situation in which we are going to be facing some very big changes in how we are funding once the project is changed from NRP to NCEC and the Bancroft Board has largely been ignoring this fact.  Jacque Passow requesting more participation in the transition.

Discussion on general traffic calming and the idea of strategically placing “elbows” into various neighborhoods (possibly 17th and 40th  or 13th-14th and 40th)

The city has guaranteed they will fund this option

Cedar Ave United Project attended by Celia and George Moore has agreed to attend the next meeting--- see attached flyer

Leonardo’s Basement is still considering the site

Motion by Mike Simons to approve a letter of support for keeping the Farmers Market across the street from the YWCA, seconded, passed

Jacque Passow presented the “What's New” pictures that we now have hard copies of and the CD version

Celia Kutz reiterated the request from Judi Golden from the Bancroft Elementary for monetary support for the new sign that will be created at the Fire Arts Center.  Total costs estimated to be $6000.

Motion by Mike Simons to table the vote until the next meeting and we have an actual dollar amount requests, motion seconded, passed

An open discussion on advertising in the Banner resulting in Rebecca Rayman pointing out that if we do advertise we cannot use NRP funds.  Discussion closed.

Mike Simons requested that we get a new printer that will cost $50 but will have cheap ink.  Mike agreed to do some research.
