The project is intended to be a non-profit purchase of foreclosed homes in our area in which the Urban Rebuilders would rehab homes up to a “greenstar” standard.  The homes they are looking at would be in the 120-150k price range and would be sold within a predetermined percentage of the median household income in our area.  The homes would be for owner occupied units with home owner classes required.
